Medieval Labyrinths were first developed in Europe around 800 

A.D. The labyrinth on the left is an example of a Medieval Laby-

rinth. New Harmony, Indiana, has two labyrinths, one of which is 

in this style. The one standing today is a recreation constructed 

of hedges in 1939, but the original was built by the Harmonists 

who settled New Harmony in 1814. 

Contemporary Labyrinths 

The final type of labyrinth was first developed in the 

late 1900’s, so it is the newest of all of the labyrinths. 

These come in all shapes and sizes and can even be 

shaped into animals or objects. To the right is an ex-

ample of a Contemporary Labyrinth.
